In the territory of the satellite Nazi creation called the
Independent State of Croatia, and since its inception in
1941 up until the very end of the Second World War in
1945, the criminal Ustasha regime had actively, system-
atically, and brutally committed genocide against Serbs,
Roma, and Jews. The mass and planned Kkilling of Jews
began soon after the declaration of independence of
this puppet, Hitler-controlled state, making the Ustasha
regime in Zagreb the initial actor in implementing “the
final solution to the Jewish question” - that is, the bio-
logical extermination of Abraham'’s children. This oc-
curred even prior to the ideological and political pa-
trons of this goal ultimately declaring it officially at a
Nazi leader conference of 1942 in Wannsee. The Holo-
caust, that was continuously and mercilessly imple-
mented in the territory of the Independent State of
Croatia throughout its existence, resulted in the deaths
of over 30,000 Yugoslav Jews. Even after a full 75 years
since the cessation of the manhunt against and liqui-
dation of Jews in the Independent State of Croatia, and
despite persistent and meticulous research of genera-
tions of historians, the identities of many victims remain
unknown. This paper will present multiple Jewish in-
dividuals unidentified until this point, who lived to
witness the creation of the Independent State of Croa-
tia, but whose wartime fate is still undiscovered. Thus,
data on these people could not be found on any of the
existing records of survivors, either missing or Kkilled.

Without firm proof of the exact time when their lives
ended, they cannot be reliably placed among Holocaust
victims. However, the discovery of these persons may
be a good starting point for further examining their
wartime fate and reliably determining whether they
belong to the categories of Holocaust victims or survi-
Vors.

The identities of all the Jewish victims within the ter-
ritory of the Independent State of Croatia remain un-
resolved to this day. Additionally, the wartime fate of
many Jews who settled in or hailed from the territory
under the grip of this genocidal establishment remained
unknown. Motivated by these circumstances, we have
decided to present basic identity elements and bi-
ographical information about 30 Jews residing on the
land of the Independent State of Croatia, whose fate is
unknown. Among this group, 24 individuals are reliably
known to have witnessed the establishment of the
Ustasha authority in Zagreb during their lifetimes, since
Ustashe registered and stigmatized them by issuing
them special Jewish identity cards. These identity cards
aided us in establishing their identities. For one Jewish
individual, we have confirmed that she was in Belgrade
during the April War and the occupation. However, for
the remaining four individuals, we cannot definitely
ascertain whether they survived and where they expe-
rienced the tumultuous events of the Second World War
and its closely intertwined Holocaust. Our search with-
in the most extensive online database of Holocaust
victims, which is owned by the prominent research and
memorial institution Yad Vashem, has revealed that
none of the sought-after individuals are recorded as
killed. At the same time, our exploration within the

most comprehensive repository of Holocaust victims
and survivors from present-day Croatia, meticulously
managed and maintained up-to-date by CENDO, has
not yielded any insights into the wartime destinies of
these individuals. Given the absence of information
about them after the end of the war, there is a possibil-
ity that they perished in the Holocaust. Establishment
of their identities can be useful to future researchers
and serve as a starting point for further detailed inves-
tigations that could ultimately reveal the fates of these
individuals during the war. in determining their safe
fate in the war. The subsequent sections of this paper
furnish factual details regarding these individuals.

1930, organized by the Jewish Reading Room in Bel-
grade. Another notable occasion was his appearance
as a guest on March 8, 1936, within the halls of the
Jewish reading room. Due to the nature of his work, he
lived in Belgrade, where he first was registered at the
city authorities on December 23, 1930, staying with
landlord Lepa Pavlovic¢ at Kraljev trg 21 /111. A few years
later, on November 30, 1932, he was registered at land-
lord Leposava Novkovi¢ at Ulica Cara UroSa 15. As a
member of the National Theatre, he was registered at
landlord Hugo Davidovi¢ at ulica Kralja Petra 54 in
Belgrade on March 20, 1936. Then he changed his ad-
dress, registering on June 4, 1937 at landlord Petar
Petrovi¢ at Palmotic¢eva ulica 13. On November 13,
1938, he married Dora, born on October 13, 1904 in
Prijepolje. He registered his wife at the Belgrade ad-
dress on February 1, 1939. This time, the landlord of
the property at Cika Ljubina 10/A was Avalska coop-
erative.

uted money to the KKL fund in earlier years as well, so
in September 1939 he contributed an undisclosed
amount for the purpose of redemption®*. The further
fate of Lang after June 1941 is unknown to us.

Weiss Hugo, born in 1885 in Nova Gradiska, residing in
Zagreb at Ulica Kraljice Marije 23. He was the owner of a
factory and a traveling salesman®. It is unknown to us
whether he lived to see the establishment of the genocidal
Independent State of Croatia, whether and where he expe-
rienced the outbreak of the Second World War and the
implementation of the “Final Solution to the Jewish Ques-
tion” policy, and what his fate was.

Dr. Sehter Marko, born on May 30, 1887, to parents
Josip and Jetela, held Yugoslav citizenship and hailed
from Torekie in Poland. His primary residence was based
in Sarajevo. He held a role as the Head of the State Rail-
ways department. By decree of the Ministry of Trans-
port, Dr. Sehter was appointed head of the workshop
department of the mechanical department at the Gen-
eral Directorate of State Railways in Belgrade in October
1926. In this connection, we need to explain the arrival
of engineer Sehter from Sarajevo to Belgrade at the
beginning of November of the same year and his stay
in the capital’s “Palas” hotel. He temporarily resided in
Belgrade, where he was registered for the first time with
the city authorities on November 23, 1926, in a residen-
tial building in Hilandarska ulica 18. The next registra-
tion took place on January 20, 1928, when he had Adam
Bejakov as his landlord at Riga od Fere 17. In the mean-
time, at the onset of March 1927, by the decision of the

Kezer Adolf, born on June 6, 1889, to father Hinko and
mother Roza in the town of Luni in Czechoslovakia,
while his native municipality was Danusnice. He held
Czechoslovak citizenship. He was married to Sofia Kon,
born on September 11, 1884 in Putinci, in Srem. He
lived in Zemun, at Ulica Kralja Petra 24. He was the
Director of the restaurant in the Czechoslovak Home.
In this connection, he was registered with the city au-
thorities on March 30, 1934, with his residence at Ga-
raSaninova ulica 39/1I, with the landlord “ Czechoslovak
Home Restaurant”, from where he checked out on
September 1 of the same year, leaving for Zemun. In
the incompletely preserved registers of births, marriag-
es and deaths of the Jewish religious municipality of
Zemun?’, there is no mention of Adolf Kezer and mem-
bers of his family?®. We do not know whether he wel-
comed the Nazi occupiers and the Ustasha authorities
in Zemun and what was his fate during the war. His
divorced wife, Sofija Kezer, with an apartment in Gaje-
va ulica 11, responded to the Ustasha order to provide
property data of Jewish owners, and in the filled in
report on October 25, 1941, she stated that she owned
15,000 kunas of movable property and material assets
in cash, one gold wedding ring worth HRK 300, one
gold watch worth HRK 1,500, two furnished rooms, one
kitchen, clothes, underwear and household items worth
HRK 6,000%.

Timar Artur, engineer from Novi Sad. During his life-

banka d. d. Novi Sad. He got married on October 29,
1922 in Stari Becej to JuliSka Daj¢ from the same place.
Their children were also born in Novi Sad, sons Zoltan
- IStvan on October 19, 1923 and Miklos - Endre on June
12, 1925. During 1932, we have found that he used to
work as an engineer of the Donjosava Field Technical
Section. In 1940, he lived with his wife Juca and children
Zolti and Bandi in Sarajevo, at Ulica Mehmed PaSe
Sokolovi¢a 11/1*°. The presence of the Jewish family
Timar in the territory of Bosnia and Herzegovina in the
past is not known in the archival documents that have
been researched so far®’. We do not know if they wait-
ed for the formation of the Ustasha authorities in Sa-
rajevo and what was the wartime fate of this family of
Jews from Backa living in Bosnia.
